The charge description master (CDM) contains blank spaces for some

charge amounts for two reasons:

1) The CDM code is for miscellaneous items that are not specifically

mapped in the CDM and would be rarely used, if ever again, so it isn't

practical to add as separate items to the CDM; 

or

2) The CDM is used by the hospital for more than billing patients, such

as making statistical charges, not dollar charges, to patients' accounts

counted for productivity purposes of hospital departments.
