The attached charge master represents “the uniform schedule of charges represented by the hospital as its gross billed charge for a given service or item regardless of payer type”.  The Chargemaster reflects prices as of July 1, 2006, the effective date of our yearly rate increase, which represents a 9.7% increase from previous year.  This departure from the required date of June 1, 2006 has been approved by Kenrick Kwong in light of the timing of our rate increase this year and in an effort to publish the most accurate estimate of prices and rate increases for the reporting year. 

Within the Charge Master file, there are items that have a zero price.  These may include:  items that have pricing in the Front-End system- Clinstar (which are submitted on tabs on within the spreadsheet), items that are used for tracking purposes only, panel driver codes as well as items that are used for ordering but not charged to patients.  All other items in the CDM reflect the current price of the item as of July 1, 2006.
