The purpose of this letter is to explain reasons for items without a charge in our chargemaster, and to provide documentation of calculation of percentage change in gross revenue.
There are two reasons for no charges in our chargemaster, the first is for tracking purposes just as indicated in the letter received by OSHPD on AB 1627/1045 reporting requirements.  One charge code in particular 401-0010 is used to track patients who leave the facility without being seen.
The second, many of the charge items within our system are comprised of miscellaneous charge codes, in which the associated departments submitting charges designate charge prices on a case-by-case basis.

As for calculation of percentage charge in gross revenue, there has not been a price increase within the facility since May of 2004.
